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We ar e ext r emely f or t unat e in Har t ley t o be sur r ounded by 
beaut if ul count r yside, of which a lar ge amount is easily 
accessible. The Par ish Council owns or leases some of t he land 
on t he per imet er of t he village, such as Rect or y Meadow, 
Nor t hf ield and Har t ley Wood, most of t hem being int er 
connect ed by r egist er ed f oot pat hs, which means t hat you can 
virtually walk around the outskirts of Hartley in this manner. 

Rect ory Meadow is sit uat ed on t he r ight hand side if 
ascending Hoselands Hill. I t ext ends over t wo hect ar es and 
was designat ed as a Local Nat ur e Reser ve in 2005. Rect or y 
Meadow is home t o 193 dif f er ent species of wildf lower s, 
gr asses and shr ubs r anging f r om t he delicat e Man Or chid t o 
t he Cor nf lower . A wide r ange of f auna can be also be 
discover ed. For an inf or mat ion leaf let on Rect or y Meadow, 
please contact the Clerk at the Parish Office. 

Northfield is t he lar ge 65 acr e open space bet ween Har t ley 
and New Ash Gr een, sit uat ed bet ween Ash Road and Chur ch 
Road. The f ield is owned by t he New Ash Gr een Village 
Associat ion  and is leased t o Har t ley Par ish Council and Ash-
cum-Ridley Par ish Council, f or use as an amenit y ar ea f or t he 
benef it of bot h communit ies. Cllr Mr Alan Bar net t , a long 
ser ving member of Har t ley Par ish Council has a woodland at 
Nor t hf ield named af t er him. Alan  has played a maj or r ole in 
t he cr eat ion of Nor t hf ield as a lar ge public open space. 
Bar net t s Wood, consist ing of some 6000 nat ive specie t r ees, 
is an at t r act ive f eat ur e on Nor t hf ield and it is hoped t hat 
r esident s will enj oy t he woodland f or many year s t o come. 
Nor t hf ield is popular wit h walker s and dog walker s and a hor se 
r iding r out e has been cr eat ed, which  enables a limit ed number 
of hor se r ider s t he oppor t unit y t o r ide of f r oad. I f you ar e 
int er est ed in becoming a member of t he Nor t hf ield Ride 
please cont act Ash Gr een Spor t s Cent r e on 01474 707164 or 
see the Hartley Parish Council website for further details.  
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Manor Field - The Par ish Council owns a Spor t s Pavilion at 
Manor Field which is available f or hir e. Please cont act t he 
Clerk for further details.  

Wit hin t he village envelope t her e ar e open spaces f or spor t 
and r ecr eat ion e.g Manor Field, Longf ield Hill, Billings Hill 
Shaw. I n addit ion t her e ar e t hr ee playgr ounds locat ed at 
Woodland Avenue, Chantry Avenue and Longfield Hill. 

Thr ee clubs pr ovide spor t ing oppor t unit ies f or t he yout h, 
namely Har t ley De Sales Foot ball Club, New Ash Gr een and 
Hartley Cricket Club, (both of whom are based at Manor Field), 
and Meopham Cr icket Club at Longf ield Hill. All t hr ee clubs 
would welcome new member s. Cont act t he Cler k at t he Par ish 
Office for further details. 

Woodland  

Har t ley has a number of woodland ar eas wit h public f oot pat hs 
r unning t hr ough t hem. These ar e Foxbor ough Wood, sit uat ed 
adj acent t o Gr ange Lane, Gor se Wood, sit uat ed bet ween 
Gor sewood Road and Caxt on Close, and Har t ley Wood, sit uat ed 
adjacent to Gorsewood Road. 

Allotments 

The Par ish Council is r esponsible f or t he allot ment s locat ed at 
Lar ks Field, which it r uns under licence f r om Sevenoaks 
District Council.  

Allotment rents vary according to plot size.
